2.	Are camp vehicles kept locked at all times, with limited key access?

3.	� Do you have wide-angle security mirrors installed to view areas with  
limited visibility?

4.	Do all rooms (except for bathrooms) have windows?

5.	� Have you removed curtains, blinds, or screens that block the view  
of all areas accessed by campers? 

6. Have you limited privacy in a nurse’s station area?

7.	 Are all angles of your outdoor activity areas open and easily visible to all?

8.	 Can you closely monitor sleeping quarters?

9.	Do you restrict access to all buildings not open to campers?
